3. The MOU will remain valid for three years. Any amendment of and/or modification to the

'MOU will require written approval from the Heads of both institutions. After the initial three

year period, this MOU may be renewed by mutual consent.

4. Either institution reserves the right to terminate this MOU upon six months® notice in written



form to the other.
5. This MOU is executed in two counterparts each in Chinese and English, each of which shall
be deemed equally authentic. Each Party shall preserve a Chinese copy and an English copy.

This MOU shall take effect when signed by both sides.
